Background information
Christ Church Spitalfields – June 2010

Christ Church Spitalfields is a growing church community in the centre of London at the edge of the East End. The church is evangelical and charismatic in its nature. It currently has 3 services a week, its main service attracting around 100 to 120 people who are largely local. The other 2 services are a small early morning traditional service and a mid-week lunchtime service which reaches people working in the vicinity.
The church is comprised largely of people in their twenties and thirties with a small but growing number of young families in the congregation. There is a real desire to reach out through a Sunday evening service to the myriad of people who make up the Spitalfields community.
Spitalfields has a large Bangladeshi community many of whom are Muslims. It also has a community of artists and architects and professionals who live in the rather beautiful Georgian houses alongside the church. As well as an established East End community, there is a growing group of young people living in the area who find its multicultural nature attractive. 

Church life
The church members meet mid-week in Branch Communities reaching out to the various people groups who make up our neighbourhood. All church members are encouraged to meet in smaller root groups to encourage one another in discipleship and Christian living. We support a number of local partner mercy ministries and overseas missionaries. Our services seek to be seeker friendly with relevant good quality teaching and preaching. 

Public programmes at Christ Church
The church meets in a Grade I listed national iconic building ‘Christ Church Spitalfields’. We estimate that it receives over 60,000 visitors a year. On top of this are the numbers that come to regular and occasional services and the range of events which are held in the building. We are currently developing our culture, heritage education & arts programme.  The church is kept open throughout the week by a team of vergers and volunteers.

The operations 
The PCC owns a venue hire business which lets out the building as a venue; our annual consolidated turnover is around £500,000 the operations team manage our finance and funding base along with our property portfolio which includes residential and public spaces. 

Our staff team including part time staff is currently 12 strong and we are developing a team of interns to work alongside the staff team too.
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
